General Examination Instructions for Secondary 4s and 5s and Curated Timetable for Students Taking the N Level
Examinations (19 to 25 September 2025)

2 The GCE N Level examinations will be taking place from 15 September to 14 October. There will be no need
for students to report to school if there are no examinations for them on the day. Students are encouraged to refer to
their personalised entry proofs for detailed information and be familiar with their examination schedule.

3 To support our students’ continued learning during the N Level examination period, students taking Normal
Academic subjects will return to school on 19, 22, 23, 24 and 25 September, following a customised timetable for
their remaining subjects, as they will not have any examinations on these dates. Parents and students can refer to the
customised timetable here. Students taking Normal Technical subjects will continue with their examinations as
scheduled. All students taking the GCE N Level examination will return together on Friday, 26 September for their
Farewell Ceremony, with further details below.

4 The GCE O Level examinations (written papers) will be taking place from 16 October to 10 November. Students
are torefer to their personalised entry proofs for detailed information and be familiar with their examination schedule.

8 While my staff and | continually seek to create a conducive environment for meaningful learning and caring
relationships in the school community, your partnership is most important. As we move towards the school
examination period, some of our Clementeens may feel anxious. They may also have expectations of themselves to
achieve and will likely be facing more stress than before. Let us play a supportive role to our child/ward. | would like
to offer some suggestions below:

a. Guide them to have sufficient sleep daily (preferably between 7 to 8 hours).
During rest, the brain is organising and processing the input received earlier in the day, and storing the learning
in long-term memory. When students are well-rested, they are better able to focus the next day.

b. Manage their stress through taking part in activities that the family enjoys together.
For example, exercise, taking walks or spending some time with your child on an area of his/her interest can
be relaxing and provide the recharge he/she needs.

c. Break up the revision tasks using the Pomodoro Technique.
This technique can help them to organise their learning into manageable chunks, feel confident to get started,
and build momentum. You can find out about the Pomodoro Technique as well as other personal productivity
ideas which the school has shared with all students, as part of Self-Initiated Learning, here.
